Jesus Met People Where They Were

- One of the best examples of meeting people where
they were was Jesus’ use of parables. Jesus used
parables that contained everyday images His
audience could relate to.

(Luke 15: 11-32: Parable of the Lost Son)

- Jesus knew who was talking with and listened to their
thoughts. He let them express their ideas.

- Jesus knew the people that needed Him the most
and made sure He talked with them.

(Luke 19: 1-10: Zacchaeus the Tax Collector)
