BAPTISM – WHAT DOES IT MEAN?

1.  Baptism is Personal Commitment

• It is the Wedding Ring of our Faith

• You are Committing  & Identifying Yourself 
as a Follower of Jesus Christ

• Only You & You Alone Can Make This Commitment



BAPTISM – WHAT DOES IT MEAN?

20 to those who were disobedient long ago when God 
waited patiently in the days of Noah while the ark 
was being built. In it only a few people, eight in all, 
were saved through water, 21 and this water 
symbolizes baptism that now saves you also—not the 
removal of dirt from the body but the pledge of a 
clear conscience toward God.[a] It saves you by the 
resurrection of Jesus Christ

2.  Baptism Unites us with Christ

3 Or have you forgotten that when we were joined 
with Christ Jesus in baptism, we joined him in his 
death? 4 For we died and were buried with Christ 
by baptism.

BAPTISM – IT’S GREEK TO ME!

“Baptizo” means to dip, plunge beneath. or immerse

Translation Transliteration

Baptizo – dip, plunge beneath, immerse Baptizo - Baptize

39 The 
promise is for you and your children and for 
all who are far off—for all whom the Lord our 
God will call.”

4.  Baptism is an Act of Obedience

18 Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in 
heaven and on earth has been given to me. 19 Therefore go 
and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the 
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 
and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded 
you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the 
age.”
