JOHN, TO BE BAPTIZED BY HIM. ' JOHN WOULD HAVE

AND DO YOU COME TO ME?” '> BUT JESUS ANSWERED

WIFE, BECAUSE HE HAD MARRIED HER. '8 FOR
JOHN HAD BEEN SAYING TO HEROD, “IT IS NOT
LAWFUL FOR YOU TO HAVE YOUR BROTHER'S
WIFE.” ' AND HERODIAS HAD A GRUDGE
AGAINST HIM AND WANTED TO PUTHIMTO ~
DEATH. BUT SHE COULD NOT,

" 22FOR HEROD FEARED JOHN, KNOWING THAT HE

TO HER MOTHER, “FOR WHAT SHOULD | ASK?”
AND SHE SAID, “THE HEAD OF JOHN THE
BAPTIST.” 2> AND SHE CAME IN IMMEDIATELY
WITH HASTE TO THE KING AND ASKED, SAYING,
“l WANT YOU TO GIVE ME AT ONCE THE HEAD -
OF JOHN THE BAPTIST ON A PLATTER.”

4 26 AND THE KING WAS EXCEEDINGLY SORRY, BUT

EXECUTIONER WITH ORDERS TO BRING

JOHN'S HEAD. HE WENT AND BEHEADED HIM IN
