John 1:40-42



JOHN 1:40-42
One of the 2 who heard John 
speak, and followed Him, was 
Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother. He 
1st found his own brother Simon, 
and said to him, “We have found 
the Messiah” (which is translated, 
the Christ). And he brought him to 
Jesus.



MATTHEW 4:18-22
Jesus, walking by the Sea of Galilee, saw 2 
brothers, Simon called Peter, and Andrew his 
brother, casting a net into the sea; for they 
were fishermen. Then He said to them, “Follow 
Me, and I will make you fishers of men.” They 
immediately left their nets and followed Him. 
Going on from there, He saw 2 other brothers, 
James the son of Zebedee, and John his 
brother, in the boat with Zebedee their father, 
mending their nets. He called them, and 
immediately they left the boat and their 
father, and followed Him.

MATTHEW 14:15-16

JOHN 6:9

JOHN 6:10-13
Jesus said, “Have the people sit 
down.” Now there was much grass in the 
place. So the men sat down, about five 
thousand in number. Jesus then took the 
loaves, and when he had given thanks, he 
distributed them to those who were seated. 
So also the fish, as much as they 
wanted. And when they had eaten their fill, 
he told his disciples, “Gather up the 
leftover fragments, that nothing may be 
lost.” So they gathered them up and filled 
twelve baskets with fragments from the five 
barley loaves left by those who had eaten.
