Let’s Go Back And Take Another Look At

Genesis 8:21

The LORD smelled the pleasing aroma and said in his
heart: "Never again will I curse the ground because of

man, even though every inclination of his heart is evil
from childhood. And never again will I destroy all
l1ving creatures, as I have done.




* (NIV)— “even though every inclination of his heart is evil
from childhood”

— God 1s saying: “Yes, they deserve judgment because their
hearts are wicked. And to persist in sin and not learn their
lesson from this flood only shows how evil they are. But in
grace, [ will not send another flood or curse the ground.”

* (KIJV, ESV) —“Yor the intention of man’s heart is evil from
his youth™

— Basically God 1s saying, “The human heart 1s incurably
wicked. The flood wiped out the transgressors, but it couldn’t
change hearts. Therefore, to have another judgment of a flood
won’t solve the problem.”




Both Are Valid Options With Equally True

Genesis 6:5 (NIV)

The LORD saw how great man's wickedness on the
earth had become, and that every inclination of the
thoughts of his heart was only evil all the time.

* Noah plants a vineyard, makes wine and gets drunk.

* His youngest son, Ham, sees him in this state and
likely commits some sexual sin in “uncovering” or
“seeing” (two translations of the same word) the

nakedness of his father.

Generations later this repopulating world 1s so full of
itself and empty of God that He intervenes again.

God has to remind humanity again who He is and
who 1s 1n charge.




Genesis 11:1-4 (NIV)

Now the whole world had one language and a common
speech. As men moved eastward, they found a plain in
Shinar and settled there. They said to each other;
"Come, let's make bricks and bake them thoroughly."

They used brick instead of stone, and tar for mortar.
Then they said, "Come, let us build ourselves a city,
with a tower that reaches to the heavens, so that we may
make a name for ourselves and not be scattered over the
face of the whole earth.”

* Notice that the people use the same phrase that God
did in creation. “Let us make...”

* They were creating their own purpose 1n life without
regard to what God had commanded them, that 1s to

“f1ll the earth’not build a city with a tower and “make a
name” for themselves. Building a city with a tower 1s
simply how they were making their name.

* They thought they could bridge the distance between
themselves and God. It 1s full-blown pride.
