In Him was life, and the life was the light of men.

But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become 
children of God, to those who believe in His name: 13 who were 
born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of 
man, but of God.
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 In 1925, the courts in this country decided to teach our 
children that we were NOT a creation of a Living Spiritual 
God, but a product of chance accident.

 In 1973, the Supreme Court decided that it would be legal 
to kill a baby in the womb, resulting in the yearly deaths of 
about 1.21 million legal murders per year. Possibly up to 
and over 56 million deaths since Roe v Wade.
